INFORMATION FOR SENIOR STUDENTS AND PARENTS
ENTRY INTO TERTIARY STUDY
To gain entry into courses at Universities and Technical Institutes, students will need to achieve a number of credits over a range of subjects.  Tertiary Institutions have set minimum literacy and numeracy requirements which must also be met.

The following table gives you a general indication of the requirements that have been set for 2005/2006 entry but be aware that these may be modified in the future.  It is essential that you check out the exact requirements for any course that you may be interested in.  Assistance is available from staff in CATS.
